SPD EDUCATION PROGRAMME BURSARY AWARDS 2012

Application Instructions:

1. Kindly fill up ALL information required in the form, placing “N.A” if not applicable. All
applications must reach SPD by 8th October 2011 (Deadline).

2. Approval of the bursary applications depend on whether the applicant fulfills the following
eligibility criteria as stated below:

Applicants who have physical disabilities and studying full-time in mainstream
schools from Primary to University levels (i.e. Singapore Management University,
National University of Singapore and Nanyang Technological University) are eligible

to apply

Applicants with physically disabled parents (who must be staying in the same
household) and studying full-time in mainstream schools from Primary, Secondary
to Junior College/Pre-U levels are eligible to apply. However, applicants with
physically disabled parents studying in ITE, Polytechnics and Universities are

not eligible to apply

For applicants with physically disabled parents (who must be staying in the same
household), only 2 bursary applications (Primary, Secondary and Junior
College/Pre-U levels) from each family will be accepted for approval

Applicants must be either Singapore Citizens or Singapore Permanent Residents

Applicants must be successful in their final or semestral examinations and about to
proceed to the next level of education

Applicants’ total gross household income must not exceed S$3000 a month

Applicants must not be receiving any scholarship or bursary from any other
organization or educational institution

Applicants who have only visual or hearing impairments but no physical disabilities
are not eligible to apply



3. The quantum of bursary awards are as follows:-

Educational Level Quantum of Bursary
University $3,000 per semester*
Polytechnic $1,250 per semester*
ITE $425 per semester*
Pre-U/Junior College $500 per year
Secondary $400 per year
Primary $300 per year

SPD reserves the right to change the quantum without prior notice. Those levels marked
with * (i.e. ITE, Polytechnic and University) will receive their disbursement as per semester
each time. For example, a university student will at first receive $3,000 for the first semester

and later $3000 for the second semester if they are still studying.

For students who have yet to begin their studies at tertiary level (i.e. first year at
Junior College / ITE / Polytechnic / University), you are required to submit documentary
proof that you have been accepted into a course of study at the Junior College, ITE,
Polytechnic or University as soon as the documents have been issued to you by the relevant
institution. You have to tick “Unconfirmed” and specify which level you hope to apply or have

applied on the first page as shown in the example below:
